If your child shows any signs of illness but your decter has indicated it is
merely allergies and net contagious, a Medical Certificate needs fo please be
given o the class feacher indicating that your child is fit for schoel and net
contagious. It is in the interest of all other children and staff that ne sick
child is permitted at school.

SAFETY AND SECURTTY

DISCIPLINE PROCEDURE
At Candis Playschool we believe in using
positive reinfercement o encourage acceptable
behaviour. Children will be encouraged through
various forms of positive reinforcement egq
verbal praise, stickers etc to adhere fo and
respect the rules of the classroom.

Should a child constantly disobey, misbehave,
or should the teacher feel that a situatien is
petentially unsafe or harmful, then the <hild
will be placed in fime out, within sight of the
feacher, where they will remain ?or a few
minutes, that is | minute for each year of the
child's age. After their time out, the feacher
will discuss acceptable behaviour. AHernatively,
a child could miss out on a fun activity.

We understand that children will use every
opportunity to push and test boundaries and
therefore through patience, perseverance and
love we will attempt to 9uide the children
towards acceptable behavieur.

Safety is of utmost importance o us. The school has an electric fence surreunding our

at the exit gate and should the need arise has a panic button on hand. We are linked to the
